


The next step was to prepare a pencil sketch to the scale of the finished paint-
ing, so that we could place it over the mantel and see how the final would work in the
room. On the sketch, the clients were able to make notes and comments, and we made
all our decisions about what would be in flower and what was important to include,
making sure that we left nothing out.

When I had sketch approval, I began work on the finished canvas, with dimen-
sions of 74” wide by 18” high.

My clients received periodic e-mails with photos of the painting in various
stages to see the progress. I returned to the property a few more times for more photo-
graphs.
